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More than 10,000 Jews have visited the Temple Mount in the five months since the Jerusalem holy site was reopened to non-Muslim visitors, police said Sunday. 

   Almost all of the visits to what is Judaism's holiest site have passed peacefully. 

The Temple Mount was reopened to non-Muslim visitors by police last August, after nearly three years when the area was off-limits to Jews and Christians due to concerns over renewed Palestinian violence at the bitterly disputed site. 

The reopening of Temple Mount had been carried out with the full cooperation of the Islamic Wakf, which maintains the day-to-day maintenance of the site. 

Publicly, however, the Wakf, condemned the move which, despite dire warnings from Yasser Arafat, passed off without any violence.
